GENERAL MANAGER'’S REPORT

| feel honored with the opportunity to present the general managers’
report for 2023/24. | am writing this report to members with excitement

and a positive outlook for the future of the Mansfield Golf Club.

Understanding that there were serious concerns around the financial
stability of the club when applying for the role did not impact on my
determination to jump in and give my all to assist the amazing team in
bringing the club back to the membership. This has been delivered with
transparency, honesty and a willingness to go the extra mile to ensure

accountability when making decisions that impact the club.

Financially we have seen a profit turnaround of $537,536 in the 6 months to
end of June 2024 Vs last year. This figure is exclusive of the sale of land that
has enabled us to pay down a large portion of our debt. The CBA also
required a large portion of the sale, $120,000, be utilised to pay down the
renovations loan. The financial turnaround can be directly attributed to the

following operational changes that we have introduced:

e Operational focus realigned to our purpose of Golf and our Members!

e Pay at Counter introduced at the Bistro to negate “walk outs”.

e New fully costed menus and pricing alignments.

e Reduction of the members 10% discount to 5%.

e Intra Club pricing comparisons to ensure we are in line with like
clubs in regional Victoria.

e Reduction of excessive staffing and the introduction of structured
rostering.

e Approval required by the General Manager for all purchases from all
departments.

e Supplier re negotiations to ensure the best possible pricing.

e Increased membership and enquiries about membership.

e Full oversight of the accounts, budgets and spending by the Board

and General Manager.




| would like to personally thank all members for their understanding as we
have implemented so many changes to the club operations throughout

the first half of 2024.

As part of our continual improvement to the service provided to members
and guests, we changed some operational aspects of the Club and will
continue to improve the services and offerings to the membership over

the coming years.

It was also great to see so many members at our 6 monthly members
information sessions. These are a great opportunity to update the

Since new management has come on board, things have changed
.................... for the better. People have been reminded that there is a golf
course here. I'm back to 4 staff, young Seth Dean (apprentice) and Glen

TREASURER’S REPORT

On behalf of the Board, | would like to present the following report on the

Club’s 2023/24 financial year.

What began as another difficult year of trading for the Club turned around
sharply after the resignation and replacement of our General Manager. In
the interim, the board took responsibility for the management of the club
until the appointment of our new General Manager, Chelton Crow in

January this year.

This resulted in the Club posting an overall trading profit of $300,536 for
the year ended 30 June 2024. After considering depreciation and
amortisation, this resulted in a Trading Profit of $387,276

Club Members were also provided discounts totalling $178,763 for drinks

and meals and pro shop purchases during the year.

The sale of land on Elvins St assisted in reducing debt that had been
carried forward from previous years. We were also required to pay $120,000

off our renovations loan tothe CBA with the sale funds.

During the last half of the year, we were able to trade out of our bank
overdraft facility and reduce this debt by $150,000. We paid out our
outstanding ATO balance of $98,000, Workcover balance of $30,000, and
outstanding Superannuation payments of $44,000.

Notable financial improvements for the year verses 2022/23 are as follows:

e Overall, sales fell by $152,866

Cost of Goods Purchased was reduced by $
e Cash on hand increased by $78,891

e Stock on hand was reduced by $33,236

e Current trade and other payables reduced by $127,630
e Overall operating surplus increase of $819,662

e Total liabilities reduced by $523,565




e Total equity increased by $300,536
e Retained earnings increased $231,241
e Net cash from operations increased by $524,707

e Employee benefits and leave balances reduced by $23,371
